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Greenfield Car Line Service Criticized

Editor, The Pittsburgh Press:

   This is a suggestion that the Pittsburgh Railways Co. abandon Greenfield car line No. 58 – the line that suspends operations in the morning and evening rush hours.

   Hours upon hours have been wasted every week for the past 10 years waiting on Fourth Ave. for a 58 car, while dozens of other cars using Fourth Ave. pass by – especially Carrick No. 53.   This has brought about the above decision, which is harded by hundreds of other residents of the Greenfield district.

   If this line were discontinued, then people would find some dependable means of getting back and forth between Greenfield and the city.  Although living almost three-quarters of a mile from the 69-Squirrel Hill line on Murray Ave., we would gladly walk this distance twice daily if this were the only car line serving the district and provided it continued to be as dependable as at present – or improved.

   When the Greenfield line is permanently abandoned – not just during the rush hours as at present – then the residents of Greenfield should exert all pressure possible to see to it that an independent bus line obtains a franchise to operate between Irvine St.-Greenfield Avenue and the corner of Murray Ave. and Loretta St.

The facts?   Route 58 hauled 6,464 passengers on an average weekday or about 1,319 per mile.

Out of 65 routes in the Lougee survey in 1948, route 58 ranked 40th in total passengers carried and 39th in passengers / route miles.   It was also the lowest performing route in the 4th St. corridor downtown.
