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Parkway Crossings Approved by PUC

Edgewood, Swissvale Bridges Planned

   HARRISBURG, Feb. 15—The way was cleared today for the express Penn-Lincoln Parkway to cross trolley and railroad tracks in Edgewood and Swissvale Boroughs.

   After months of deliberation, the State Public Utility Commission authorized the Highway Department to spend more than one million dollars on two projects.

   One will take the parkway beneath five main line Pennsylvania Railroad tracks in Edgewood.

   The other will carry the highway above two Pittsburgh Railways tracks in Edgewood and Swissvale.

Railroad to Get $50,000

   The Edgewood job will cost $721,270 plus more than $50,000 which the Highway Department will pay the Pennsylvania Railroad for expenses.

   The Edgewood-Swissvale project involves 287,200.

   The PUC’s decision overruled a protest of Edgewood borough which objected to construction of three bridges over Braddock Ave. within 400 feet.

Contract Not Let

   The Edgewood and Swissvale sections of the Penn-Lincoln parkway are not yet under contract.

   Work is now proceeding on two other sections east of Wilkinsburg.

   When completed, the high speed road will take traffic from the eastern approach to Pittsburgh into the Golden Triangle in about 10 minutes.  The overall project will cost about 40 million dollars.
